Changes to the Consent Agenda
Motion made by Robinson to table the resolution for street closure and remove it move the consent agenda.

Consent Agenda
There was discussion on a purchase for chocolate and crackers on the city credit card.  City Clerk Kim Ryan informed the council that once in a while the office will purchase candy for the customers/kids and crackers for the staff.  After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that because the staff are hourly employees that they can bring their own snacks.

City Attorney Brad Jantz will make clarifications to the minutes from March 3, 2024 to add permissible zoning on the minutes for the Justin Stuckey property on 210 N. Colorado.

Unfinished Business
1.  Gas System
Motion made by Meyer to not sell the gas system.
Seconded by Hornback
Motion carried 5-0

Larry Claycomb with Black Hills talked to the council about doing an operating agreement with them.  They would take care of the system and all the city would have to do would be to read the meters and bill.  The mayor would like to table this topic to give the council time to look over the agreement and ask question if they have any.

Motion made by Hornback to table the black hills agreement to the next meeting on April 1, 2024.
Seconded by Ratzlaff
Motion carried 4-1 with Meyer voting no

2. Distressed Property at 139 S. Colorado
City attorney Brad Jantz talked with the IRS and he is waiting for something in writing from them that would forgive the lien on the property so then it can be possible be donated to the city and put in the land bank.

3. BNSF
The city nor the attorney has heard anything from the railroad.  Councilmember Robinson said he wants it done because we have a timeline and with the weather getting nice, we need to get it done.

New Business
1. Insurance Renewal/Curis Zerr ICI
Curtis informed the council that the insurance had gone down by about $90 and that we were his only city that didn’t have an increase.  Mayor Ducimetiere asked about crime coverage for check washing.  Curtis was not sure if we were covered for that so he is going to check into it and let us know.

Motion made by Meyer to renew the insurance with ICI.
Seconded by Robinson
Motion carried 5-0

2. Burrton EMS
Cherie King and Clark Kirk with the Burrton EMS presented the council with a contract that they would like the council to approve. The contract would be between the city and the EMS.  The EMS would like the city to pay Chuck Womack for 6 months as a full-time employee with benefits and the EMS would then reimburse the city.  

Motion made by Ratzlaff to approve the EMS agreement.
Seconded by Meyer
Motion carried 4-1 with Greenhaw voting no

3. Maps
Mayor Ducimetiere talked about the work session and how city attorney Brad Jantz informed them all that our maps need updating.  It will be an extensive project and could take approximately 18 months.  She just wants the residents to be aware that this will be happening.

4. 817 N. Kansas Ave.
Leslie Holmgren was present to aske the council for an exception to live in her RV on her property at 817 N. Kansas while she builds a home. She is looking to start building around July or August.  She is currently living in the RV and it was not previously approved.  Council member Meyer would like a firm timeline and doesn’t like the fact that she is living there without permission and now asking for forgiveness.  He would like for her to come back to the second meeting in May to a plan and timeline.

Motion made by Hornback to have Leslie come to the May 20, 2024 meeting with a plan and timeline for building a home and to allow her an exception to live in her RV until this meeting at which time she will need to show the plans and time frame in order to get the exception extended.
Seconded by Meyer
Motion carried 5-0

5. 425 N. Burrton Ave.
Property owner Jonah Johnson and his tenant Rod Davis were at the meeting to ask the council for an exception to live in a RV on the property while they remodel a shed into a studio apartment.  

Motion made by Meyer to allow the exception until April 1, 2024 at which time the owner will need to bring his plans and time frame to the council to show when the work will be completed in order to get this extended.
Seconded by Hornback
Motion carried 5-0

6. Grant Writing
The council talked about needing to have studies done to be able to apply for grants.  The council would like to move forward with getting the housing studies and safety studies done.

Reports
1. Police Chief
a. Firearms
Chief Odle talked with t he council about purchasing new firearms for the department.  The firearms would be $7,700. They would trade in the firearms they have and get $2,475 for those.  Total cost of the new firearms would be $5,303.43 and that would come out of the drug fund.

Motion made by Hornback to approve the purchase of new weapons for the police department.
Seconded by Ratzlaff
Motion carried 5-0

b. Officer Garver 90 Review
Motion made by Robinson to raise Officer Garver’s pay $1.00 per hour effective March 18, 2024.
Seconded by Ratzlaff
Motion carried 5-0

2. Public Officer
Public Officer Scott Martin talked with the council about finishing up the permit for the duplex on N. Colorado. 

3. City Treasurer
City Treasurer Jaclyn Holzrichter was unable to attend the meeting.  There were no questions at this time from the council.

4. City Superintendent
City superintendent Jon Roberts informed the council that they were working on the pool and they are hoping to fill it at the end of April.  They are also working on getting the lead/cooper water line information the is needed for KDHE.  He told the council that Kevin and Nate would be attending the KRWA conference on March 26th-28th.    Jon will be meeting with KCC on April 18th to go over the gas records.  He told the council that they have also replaced some stop signs and have street signs ordered.  The council asked him to order new school zone signs since the time has changed.

5. Administrative Items
City clerk Kim Ryan told the council that the online bill pay is up and working and that the minutes and agendas can also be found on the website.  She informed the council that she would be at clerk’s conference March 20-22 and KRWA conference on March 26 & 27 and at a grant writing workshop on March 28th.  She told the council that she will also be doing a webinar on March 29th with the Kansas Hub to talk about the safe streets grant. She passed out direct deposit forms for anyone wanting to start direct deposit because she will be working to get that set up.
